Tuesday Dry Skills Sessions

cease at 7pm. All “locally based” members are asked to attend on Tuesday night to allow
the weekend session to run more effectively as there with less assessors available to
assist with the dry sessions.

e Meeting Place:- Enter the surf club from the members access stairs on the beachfront
leading to the grassed area and flag poles. The session will be held upstairs in the club.
This is part of the licensed area, so we are required to comply with the licensed club’s
dress standards for the session.
Weekend Wet and Dry Skills Sessions
